Students Continue to Climb the Ladder of Success

Students recently completed Ladder Safety training where
they learned how to select the right ladder for a job, to
properly inspect, handle and transport a ladder to prevent
damage and to promote safety. Students demonstrated their
ability to use a ladder with a harness using the ‘three point of
contact climb.” Did you know...It is safest to utilize the
three-points-of-contact climb because it minimizes the
chances of slipping and falling from the ladder. At all times
during ascent or descent, the climber must face the ladder
and have two hands and one foot, or two feet and one hand
in contact with the ladder cleats and/or side rails. In this
way, the climber is not likely to become unstable in the
event one limb slips during the climb.

Consumption? Other recent reports have addressed topics including changing
demographics of the US, indecency on television and managing wildfires.

HACC-YORK CAMPUS OFFERS MASSAGE THERAPY PROGRAM

Classes will begin in February for the new massage therapy program at the York campus of HACC. The program has been
so successful at the Harrisburg campus that the college decided to add it in York to help students with travel and allow
them to be certified in an accredited program in York. Curriculum for the 900 hour program will be identical to what has
been offered at Harrisburg since 2007. An online portion was recently added to the program.

Massage therapy courses at HACC cover Swedish massage, reflexology, sports massage, connective tissue therapy and
neuromuscular therapy (NMT), along with business practices, communication and ethics. Students complete their required
massage training in a student studio.

At this point we have delayed the class start, due to low enrollment; we need 10 students to run the class. If the class starts
in February, we will have a Massage Therapy Studio available to the public, faculty and students will get to take advantage
of the studio for $25!
