Why do students under the age of 18 need a parent or guardian present at the first lab session?
The first lab session begins with an orientation session and the PA State DOH requires parents or
guardians to sign documents that a minor would otherwise not be able to sign. The parent or guardian
is not required to stay for the whole lab session.

What will be required online?

You may not access the
online content until the first day of class.

Are the dates listed the only days | have to log in online?

You should
log in to the course as often as possible so as not to miss any deadlines, assignments, and quizzes.
