One College, Five Campuses

Gettysburg Campus — HACC Cares Box

HACC’s Gettysburg Campus works hard to meet the needs of its students.

On Sept. 13, 2018, Joe Torrillo, a retired FDNY Lieutenant, shared his
| unforgettable story of being buried alive twice on 9/11. He also visited the
9/11 memorial on HACC’s Harrisburg Campus.

The memorial is a steel beam recovered from the rubble of the World
Trade Center, and it sits proudly at the Senator John J. Shumaker Public
Safety Center. The beam acknowledges those who responded to the attacks
on the Twin Towers in New York City, including the PA Task Force 1
responders who were among the first from Pennsylvania to arrive that
fateful day.




Lancaster Campus — Partnering for Success

A professional nursing tutor and HACC graduate, Cris
Rhyner, facilitated an informational session with
beginning nursing students before the start of the fall
2018 term. She answered questions and offered
pointers for surviving nursing courses — sharing tips
like how to take effective notes and why it’s not the
end of the world the first time you don’t get an A. Cris
also shared helpful resources and encouragement. Her
goal was to connect with students early in the semester
to destigmatize the act of seeking assistance, especially
from a tutor! Building relationships in advance helps to make tutoring more accessible and creates an
environment that fosters student success.

Lebanon Campus — Rising Stars

Nine students were honored at the end of August 2018 as
budding scholars in the Rising Star program at the Lebanon
Campus. The students were honored in a small ceremony

* recognizing their hard work and accomplishments.

Rising Star is a program that encourages students to reach
certain goals in the onset of their college careers. Open to
students in ENG 001 and ENG 002 courses, the program
recognizes those who have successfully completed either
course with a 3.0 GPA or higher and those who are earning
an overall 3.0 GPA or higher that term.

Since the program began on the Lebanon Campus about nine years ago, more than 200 students have
been honored.

The HACC Foundation Secures more than $109.500 in Sponsorships to Raise Funds to Support

This past year, the HACC Foundation implemented a strategy to secure sponsorships for existing

The Harrisburg Promise is a collaboration of HACC, the City of Harrisburg
and the Harrisburg Housing Authority. This partnership creates a pathway to
postsecondary education for low-income youth in the Harrisburg and Steelton-
Highspire school districts. The program will support students in grade seven
through graduation from HACC with early intervention to reduce barriers to a
postsecondary education, inspire students’ college aspirations and put them on
the path to a successful career.

One Harrisburg Promise student shared: “I like the Harrisburg Promise
because they are helping us understand what we want to do in life. They help
us picture our future, imagine what we’ll be in the future. We’re learning.”
During monthly meetings at HACC’s Harrisburg Campus or at local businesses, students explore career
opportunities and college-readiness to develop skills needed for future success and help them overcome
obstacles. Most of the Harrisburg Promise students will be the first in their family to attend college.
With funding support from the Wells Foundation, we will enhance the quality of workshops and expand
this opportunity to more students.

HACC Foundation Receives $50,000 from the Delta Dental Community Care Foundation to
Provide Innovative Dental Education and Accessible Dental Care at HACC

In October 2018, HACC received a generous $50,000 grant from the Delta Dental Community Care
Foundation to provide innovative dental education at HACC and increase access to dental care. The
funds will support the Fund for Excellence for Dental Programs.

The grant will be used to update HACC’s Dental Clinic with industry-standard equipment so that
students are trained in a state-of-the-art setting that will prepare them for employment in the field.

Like all healthcare industries, the dental industry is
experiencing increased demand for services and high
rates of growth. The dental health field, like other
healthcare specialties, is constantly improving.

To ensure that our students continue to receive the
best educational experiences possible, our students
need access to education that focuses on best
practices in the use of technology, equipment and
procedures to prepare them to work in private
practice. To learn to use these best practices, our
i students need learning laboratories and clinical
facilities that reflect the environments in which they will work when they graduate from HACC.

The grant will also improve access to care for low-income individuals in our community. HACC offers
its community-focused dental services in its dental clinic. Services are available to all surrounding
community residents, including low-income children and adults who lack access to dental care.

1970 and 1999, Mr. Hummel served in various roles at AMP Incorporated.

When asked why HACC is important to our community, Mr. Hummel responded: “I feel community
colleges are key to continuing education for those who cannot afford a larger college or university. It is

HACC’s Theatre for Young People Receives Support from Citizens for the Arts in Pennsylvania

Citizens for the Arts in Pennsylvania provided funding of $2,000 to support the Theatre for Young
People (TYP) production of “James and the Giant Peach” at the Rose Lehrman Arts Center in November
2018. TYP is dedicated to providing high-quality, compelling children's theater to the region's youth
through its educational outreach program.

For more than 50 percent of the young audience and accompanying chaperones who attend TYP, “James
and the Giant Peach” will be their first experience with live theater. TYP’s concept will utilize giant
puppets to represent adult characters, while live actors will play James and his insect companions. A
consultant will assist students to create the life-size puppets that form the foundation of the production
concept of “James and the Giant Peach.”

Additionally, this
will ensure that regional employers have a pipeline of
well-prepared employees who are ready to work with
industry-standard equipment and technology and have
the skills that they need to thrive in an ever-changing
environment.

HACC’s mechatronics students get hands-on

experience in programming, maintaining and repairing
various electronic, electrical, pneumatic, hydraulic and
other mechanical equipment. With grant support, we can provide access to innovative educational



approaches and industry-standard technology. HACC intends to expand the Gettysburg Campus
Mechatronics Program in fall 2019, doubling the size of the program by admitting students twice each
year in August and January and adding a new robotics lab.
