Only 41 
percent of HACC students come to us prepared for college-level coursework, and 66 
percent either apply for financial aid or are eligible for Pell Grants. We need to be 
student-ready instead of expecting our students to be college-ready. This means 
we need to find innovative ways to meet the needs of our students to help them be 
successful.
